Easily reached by the Seoul Metropolitan subway, Suwon lies just twenty
miles south of the capital city. A popular, historic tourist destination, Suwon is
home to the Hwaseong Fortress (the last remaining wall to surround a Korean
city) and close in proximity to the Korean Folk Village of Singal and the
Everland theme park of Yogin.
